
Driving Directions 
 

University of Mississippi Academic Invitational 
Tournament (UMAIT) 

March 1, 2008 
 
The best way to come to the Oxford campus of the University of Mississippi from any 
direction is to come to Oxford on either Highway 6 (which is an east/west road) or 
Highway 7 (which is a north/south road), then take Highway 6 to the Old Taylor Road 
exit just south of the campus. 
 
Exit Highway 6 at Old Taylor Road.  Turn north and go approximately ¾ mile until Old 
Taylor Road dead ends at University Avenue.  The Gertrude Ford Center for the 
Performing Arts will be directly in front of you.  Turn left (west) on University Avenue, 
immediately cross a bridge, and then go straight ahead at the four-way stop.  University 
Avenue will end at the Circle, where there is a Confederate memorial statue facing east. 
 
Go right around the Circle and find a parking place near the Lyceum (which is at the far 
end of the Circle).  The buildings being used for the UMAIT are all located within easy 
walking distance of the Lyceum.
